Science:  

In science we will be learning about animals, 

including humans. In particular, we will be 

learning about human and animal skeletons 

and the differences between vertebrates 

and invertebrates.

The children will be learning different events in 

athletics. starting off with long distance running 

and then developing their sprinting technique.

Finally, your children will be learning both long 

jump and triple jump. This will be practice for 

their sports day in the final weeks of summer 

term. 

Life skills: In life skills, your children will 

be exploring different kinds of 

relationships. Between child and child 

friendships, different forms of families 

and the importance of having healthy 

relationships in our lives. They will also be 

learning about how their bodies will change 

as they grow up.
