RESPONSIBLE TO: Play Lead

PURPOSE OF JOB: To supervise children during the lunch hour inside or outside. You may be
required to lift tables and chairs at times.

JOB Description

A. Supporting Pupils

Supervise and maintain good order amongst children during the lunch break both inside
the school building; corridors and hall as well as outside in the playground

Ensure that lunches are eaten in a sociable and healthy environment

Encourage the children to eat their packed lunches and hot school meals, along with
explaining the reasons for following a healthy diet.

Hygiene: Wash tables and sweep floors as children finish their lunches ready for the
next sitting. Leave the class base clean and tidy for afternoon lessons following wet play

Ensure that the children move around the school in a safe manner during the lunch
break.

Support our Opal play policy- encouraging creative play with the children with various
resources

Support the day to day concerns/problems of children.

Understand and organise children and triage any problems, resolving issues as per our
behaviour policy.

Encourage children to include each other during playtime showing respect for each
other, using the school values of Bravery, Curiosity, Resilience, Community and Respect
as a model for all the behaviour for both adults and children within the school.
